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GUIDELINES

AEF GRANTS-TO-TEACHERS

PLEASE BE SURE TO LOOK AT THE FOUR GRANTS WE HAVE PROVIDED AS EXAMPLES.  YOU DO NOT HAVE TO FOLLOW THE FORMAT OF ANY OF THEM BUT EACH GRANTWRITER ANSWERED THE QUESTIONS IN THE CATEGORIES WELL.

Persons submitting an AEF Grants-to-Teachers application shall consider the following guidelines carefully: 

A. Program/project applications should be based on the funding priorities reflected in the application form and the grant rating sheet criteria.  Applications must be consistent  with your school’s Campus Improvement Plan and district standards, and/or the parameters of your subject area.  Successful grant applications will provide direct benefit to the target students, the more the better, and will focus on measurable student achievement. 

B. The Foundation has made the application process a fairly simple one.  Therefore, it is  necessary to:

1. Fully complete the application form, providing all pertinent answers to questions in all categories.

2. Applications must be as neat and easy to read as possible. 

3. Adhere to the March 2, 2009 due date.  No late applications will be 

accepted. 

C. Your submitted budget can range from $250 to $2,400. DO NOT APPLY FOR MORE THAT $2,400.00. MULITIPLE APPLICANTS DOES NOT MEAN THE AMOUNT CAN BE MULTIPLIED ACCORDINGLY.  The Foundation attempts to fund as many grants as possible each year.  Therefore, applicants must be cost-effective in the budgetary requests, and weigh outcomes very carefully.         

D. A submittal will be judged heavily on the direct benefit to students.  Project/program  

      grant submittals must directly involve and/or affect student outcomes.  

E. Grants may be submitted, in certain instances, for compensation to experts who will 

work directly with students.  

F. Grants may be submitted for computer software.  However, computer hardware will not

be funded. 

G. Grants submitted for digital cameras, IPods and/or other technological innovations that might be quickly outmoded are discouraged.  To be considered, student outcomes must be directly affected and include a well-designed program. This type of equipment will not be considered without a well-thought-out curriculum.  

H. Since the investigation into the possibilities of other funding is a sign of commitment and importance of the proposal, the Foundation encourages the incorporation of funding from other sources, especially from the school, another school organization, and/or other community resource.  The acknowledgement of this attempt should be noted in your application. 

I. Interdisciplinary teaming and multiple applicant submittals are encouraged as this can be perceived as having an impact on a greater number of students.  But, remember, the total request is still for a maximum of $2,400.00.

J. Grant submittal for programs/projects/ tools/equipment that can serve in the classroom for multiple years is strongly encouraged.  

K. Applications must be for materials, services, and/or projects that are different, from, extend beyond, and/or compliment the present instructional offerings. While innovation is encouraged, an application for a proven program is not discouraged 

L. All applications will be read and considered carefully.  Therefore, all grant submissions           

must adhere to the criteria indicated to be seriously considered.   

      K   Each year’s designated committee members are unique.   Therefore, consider your      

           entries carefully, answering to all points in each category.  If a particular 

           portion is inappropriately answered, committee members will deduct points for that 

           category.
